Finding affordable housing is a major problem for large numbers of low and moderate income individuals and families living and working in San Mateo County. The situation worsened when the state deprived localities of their most important funding source with the dissolution of redevelopment agencies in 2012.  Approxi-


mately $1 billion a year had been generated each year for the construction of affordable housing throughout the state so this was a major loss for cities and counties concerned about meeting the housing needs of their citizens.


Creating more affordable housing in San Mateo County will be the subject at this month's Public Policy/Current Events discussion group on Tuesday April 16th from 10:30 a.m.-12 noon at the home of Betty Bernstein. Our speaker will be one of the top officials of the Housing Leadership Council which will be hosting its annual Affordable Housing Week May 4-11 throughout the county. The meeting is free and open to all AAUW members and interested friends.

Human Trafficking Program


Shocking, disturbing, informative, awareness-raising and hopeful were some of the gut re-sponses to the presentation on "Human Traffick-ing in the Bay Area" presented by Betty Ann Boeving and organized by Cathy Foxhoven on March 8.


Many of the 40 plus attendees were surprised to hear that Human Trafficking is one of the fastest growing crimes in the world and that San Diego, Los Angeles and San Francisco were 3 of the top 10 cities involved in the U.S.  The victims of Human Trafficking, which is modern-day slavery, come from all economic classes and are American citizens as well as immigrants. Many are girls as young as 12-13 who are lured and tricked into the sex trade with promises of money and glamour. Others are foreigners who are told that they will be housekeepers or nannies in the U.S., only to find that they are not paid and are held in isolation in their employer's homes. 100,000 teens are victims, and runaways and foster children are at high risk of being recruited.  Nail salons, massage parlors and restaurants are places to be aware of possible slave labor.


You are affected and involved in Human Trafficking by the products you buy from companies that use child labor and forced labor (boys and girls) to work for them. Look for the Fair Trade emblem on products such as chocolate, coffee, tea, rice and sugar, and go to Better World Shopper online for more info.  Be aware that gold jewelry, cotton underwear, fresh flowers, cell phones, etc. may be the products of human slavery.


What can you do to help stop HumanTrafficking?


Educate yourself and learn more by looking up Human Trafficking online, etc. 


If a situation needs investigation, call the national hotline at 1-888-3737-888, or 911 if danger is imminent.


Inform your children and others about Human Trafficking and inform and encourage law enforcement officials.


Support Recovery and Vocational Training Homes for victims.


Sign up for the BAATC (Bay Area Anti-Trafficking Coalition).e-newsletter to stay informed, and donate to BAATC to help delete slavery in our lifetime.

BOOK NOTES





Drift: The Unmooring of American Military Power by Rachel Maddow





If you enjoy Rachel Maddow on MSNBC, or even if you don’t, you might find Drift interesting.  The “drift” she writes about presents Maddow’s argument that America has drifted into a habit of perennial war.  She contends that this moves the country away from its original ideals and that this movement has been taking place over decades of increasing executive authority and diminishing involvement of the people.





Maddow’s arguments are well documented, as you would expect from a woman with a Stanford degree in public policy and an Oxford doctorate in politics.  Her goal is to present a reappraisal of many past actions and to encourage public debate about the use of America’s power.  Of course, being Rachel Maddow, her voice is provocative, serious, but also often humorous.





The goal of inspiring political debate was certainly realized in our book group.  And we all left the session still friends!  So if politics interest you, you might enjoy Drift.

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PROPOSED AAUW CA Public Policy Action Priorities, 2013-2015





The AAUW CA Public Policy program supports its mission to advance equity for women and girls through advocacy, education, philanthropy, and research, and complements the national Public Policy program.  AAUW CA’s priorities for action are chosen according to the criteria of viability, critical need, and strong member support. All members were invited to respond to a questionnaire regarding the priorities which AAUW CA should place on California legislation affecting women and girls during the next two years. The results of the Fall 2012 survey are reflected below, in order of priority in each category. Highest priority within each category is marked with an * as determined by member responses.





To achieve economic self-sufficiency for all women AAUW supports:


 Pay equity and fairness in compensation. *


 Equitable access and advancement in employment, including vigorous enforcement of


   employment antidiscrimination statutes.


 Strengthening retirement benefits and programs, including pension improvements and


   protecting Social Security from privatization.


 Programs that provide women with education, training, and support for


   success in the work force.


 Strengthening programs, including welfare and career and technical education, to improve


   postsecondary education access, career development, and earning potential.


 Greater availability of and access to a high standard of benefits and policies that promote


   work-life balance.





To support a strong system of public education, AAUW advocates:


 Adequate and equitable funding for quality public education for all students. *


 Increased support for programs that break through barriers for women and girls in science,


   technology, engineering, and math (STEM) fields.


 Protection of programs that meet the needs of girls and women in all levels of education, in-


   cluding vigorous enforcement of Title IX and all other civil rights laws pertaining to education.


 Opposition to the use of public funds for nonpublic elementary and secondary education and                      charter schools that do not adhere to the same civil rights and accountability standards as


   standards as required of public schools.


 Support for and access to higher education for women and disadvantaged populations.





To guarantee equality, individual rights and social justice for a diverse society, AAUW supports:


 Choice in the determination of one’s reproductive life. *


 Freedom from violence and fear of violence, including bullying and sexual harassment,
