The National Conference for College Women Student Leaders (NCCWSL)





This conference, referred in the previous article, has been in existence for a number of years in various guises.  The overriding purpose has been to bring together collegiate women student leaders for networking, inspiration and learning.





In 2000 AAUW became involved as the  conference sponsor, and in 2007, it joined with NASPA – Student Affairs Administrators in Higher Education,  to sponsor the leadership conference.  AAUW and NASPA partnered to build an event that took advantage of both organizations’ strengths in advocacy and education. 





A key component of the conference since 


1985 has been The Women of Distinction Awards Ceremony.  Each year several accomplished, successful women who are leaders in their respective fields receive this prestigious award.  Donna Shalala is slated to one of the recipients at this year’s conference to be held in May 2013.


Last year nearly 600 women from 43 states, Washington, D.C., Bermuda, Guam, and Jamaica attended the conference and more than 50 students received scholarships from the generous gifts made to the NCCWSL Scholarship Fund (#2504). Many others attended through direct support that you--AAUW’s members, branches, and states--provided.


In 2013 it is anticipated that there will be even more interest in the conference, which means more need for financial assistance for young women who can’t otherwise afford to attend. This is why our branch is considering sponsoring a student from the College of San Mateo.

BOOK NOTES:





If you enjoy reading a book that makes you think about it long after you have put it down, then consider The Sense of an Ending by Julian Barnes.





This is the story of a man’s life, as he remembers it.   In his retirement years he tells about his past.  Then as the story reaches his present life, something from the past appears.  And that changes everything.  Or does it?  Do memories and histories tell the same story?  Is there one version of a man’s life history, or is it also written by those with whom he has interacted?  Is it possible that we wittingly or unwittingly alter our memories and histories as our lives play out and, if so, why?





All this and more is meditated upon in this short, multi-layered, intense novel. The Sense of an Ending received the 2011 Man Booker Prize, and in awarding the prize, the judges’ Chair said of the book: “…it is exquisitely written subtly plotted and reveals new depths with each reading.”  Here is a book worth reading and thinking about.
