For the AAUW CA election, the three week voting period is from April 21 through May 11, 2013.  Each member in good standing, as of March 21, will receive an email message with a personal voting access code.  AAUW CA encourages all members to vote online.  Members who do not have an email address listed in the AAUW Membership Database or whose email is undeliverable will receive a postcard in the mail. The email and postcard will have instructions for requesting a paper ballot if you would rather vote by mail. The email you receive will be from AAUW CA Ballot.   If you don’t see it in your email in-box, you might look into your spam folder to see if it’s there.


There will be a link in the email that you can click on to begin the voting process. You will be asked to validate your registration code to open the actual ballot. Once the ballot has opened, you


may vote for officers as well as  three measures:


public policy priorities for 2013-15 (please refer














to the April Bay Leaves for the text of the Public Policy Priorities); a proposal to increase state dues by $4 effective 2014-15; and a proposal to amend the state bylaws to reduce the number of state directors from 16 to 12 effective 2013-14. Once you have voted, you should receive the message “Your selections have been recorded.” If you have questions or problems voting, please call any officer who will be happy to help you.


For the AAUW National election you can find your member ID and voter PIN on the back cover of the current issue of Outlook. These two numbers are located to the left of your address. Go to www.aauw.org/onevote, click on Vote, and log in with your member ID and password. (If you haven’t already created a password, the system will prompt you to do so.)  Enter your voter PIN to access your ballot.


This summer your Board of Directors will be meeting to plan for the upcoming year. If you have any suggestions for programs or additional interest groups, please let us know. We welcome any ideas that would help our mission to empower women and girls

Going to Jail Provides Personal Rewards


For Enthusiastic Branch Volunteers


 


Four branch members including myself have found enormous satisfaction in helping to improve the lives of women we visit in the San Mateo County Correctional Facility for Women in Redwood City. For the past three years three of us, Gayle Hardt, Shirley Roberson and I have spent each Thursday afternoon leading a vocabulary class in the jail's "Choices" pod. This section of the women's jail holds a group of about 20 mostly young women who are actively seeking to turn their lives around.


 


The program assists them in learning a wide range of vocabulary words  that enhances their ability to communicate with family, friends and potential employers. Many of the women have dropped out of school and are simultaneously working on earning their GEDs so they can 


move on with their lives after they leave jail. Others have high school and even a few have college degrees but somehow made poor choices in their personal lives.


 


The fourth branch member, Gerry Landers, is in her fifth year of volunteering with the overall women's jail population and the adjoining Women's Transitional Facility in a Bible study program run under the auspices of the county's Service League. Gerry looks forward to her twice a month visits with the women and loves helping them find hope for the future in the Bible selections that they study.  She says her discussions try to emphasize that everyone has difficulties in their lives and that by working together they can resolve many of the problems they face.


 


All four of us emphasize that the women love to talk and help each other and that the volunteering we do adds a great deal to our own lives as well as to theirs. We all come out of each session full of enthusiasm and looking forward to returning to jail in the weeks ahead. It may sound strange when we tell our friends that we are "going to jail," but we are thrilled to be a part of this important rehabilitative process.

NOTES on the Financial Planning Meeting


On March 26, 2013, a discussion on financial planning was held at Gerhild Klein’s home. The speaker was Judith Colvin, Sr. VP- Investments Wealth Advisor at UBS Financial Services of Menlo Park. There was a good turnout of 15 interested individuals, and a lively Q&A ensued. Center of the meeting were the current interest rates on investments, CA Municipal Bonds and their safety rate in light of the recent problems in Stockton and San Bernardino. Another prime concern of the participants was the advisability of setting up assets into a trust so as to protect the principal from the cost of probate. Ms. Colvin advocated setting up an emergency fund for 6 months; periodically review our investable assets, balance our liabilities, and set up targets to maintain our lifestyle.


Help at Home


Help at Home is the title of an excellent resource booklet for all seniors.  In 40 pages it lists extensive services available to seniors in San Mateo County.  For example, it has a home safety section.  You may need a railing on the front stairs, or if someone is living alone, a lifeline service may be a wise choice.  The pages show resources for dealing with medicare issues as well as social security questions.

San Mateo County is building a new jail for men and women to ease overcrowding. But women’s issues  are different from men's. Female offenders are typically a low risk to public safety, are primary caregivers of their children, have abuse-recovery issues requiring intervention, and require basic education and vocational training so they can support their families.





There is a body of knowledge, experience and best practices to guide the design of jails for women and and the management policies for women in jail.  Board Supervisor Adrienne Tissier and Jail Planning Unit Executive Lieutenant Deborah Bazan will address how the new jail will be more supportive of women to enable their successful reentry into the community and to reduce repeat offenses.
